1. Connect branch conduit connectors to the junction 
box using either the threaded conduit entries on 
the bottom of the junction box or through holes 
drilled into the sides of the junction box. 

 Do not remove the yellow temporary cover 
during rough-in.

2. Place housing in hole. Align junction box in the path 
of the conduit trench.

3. Insert four (4) pieces of ½” EMT conduit through 
the stability flange. Hammer into substrate  until 
secure.

 Leave sufficient clearance to elevate housing to 
finished grade.

4. Raise housing on EMT to finished grade (top of 
yellow temp cover). Use bubble level on yellow 
temporary cover to aid in leveling housing. 

5. When top of yellow temporary cover is level with 
finished grade, tighten screws on stability flange 
to secure housing to EMT. Remove excess EMT as 
needed.

6. Connect the conduit to the conduit connectors.

B. For a drive-over installation, fill the hole around the 
fixture housing to 12” below the finished grade with 
clean fill dirt and tamp carefully to prevent settling 
of fixture. Pour concrete and finish as required 
flush with the top surface of the Yellow Installation 
Cover. 

 Note: Drive-over rated for 55,000 lbs. GVW 
(Standard flat lens rated for 35,000 lbs. GVW)

10. Wipe o-ring clean of debris before re-inserting 
patented HydroLock plate on to junction box. Turn 
HydroLock plate clockwise to lock in place under 
pins.

A. For soil installation, fill and tamp soil to the 
appropriate height leaving room for sod, pavers, 
etc. to be level with the top of the Yellow Installation 
Cover.

7. Per DIG-IT Guide, backfill the gap between the 
bottom of housing and bottom of hole with sand for 
drainage.

8. Rotate patented HydroLock plate counter clockwise 
to allow notch in HydroLock plate to clear pins on 
junction box. Pull to remove.

9. Pull branch circuit wiring and external dimming 
controls into junction box.  Make watertight 
connections using waterproof wire connectors 
(included) to leads on the interior patented 
HydroLock plate. See wiring diagram.

1A. For soil installation, clear soil around temporary 
cover to prevent debris falling into the housing.  
Remove temporary cover.

1B. For a concrete installation, break through the 
disposable Yellow Installation Cover with a claw-
hammer or pry-bar, then grasp the cover and pull 
straight up to leave a smooth, finished edge.

 NOTE: Temporary Cover is recyclable.

2. Place the Patented Leveling Collar on the four 
adjustable posts. Each adjustable post can be 
raised or lowered using a phillips screwdriver. 
Leveling collar also allows for 30° of rotation to 
align faceplate screws with one another. When 
collar is level, and faceplate screw holes are aligned 
to final position, secure the collar with the four hex 
nuts provided.

3. Place the driver enclosure in the driver 
compartment. Connect the primary/input cable 
from the driver to the patented HydroLock plate 
located in the housing as shown.

4. Connect the output/secondary cable on the driver 
to the bottom of the optical chamber. 

5. If your Tenaya2 comes with optional accessory 
holder, see “relamping with accessory holder” to 
remove and install source.

 To aim the OptiLock inside the optical chamber 
horizontally 360°, rotate the optical chamber to 
desired direction.

Pull accessory holder from clips on accessory 
bracket. 

1. Install the faceplate using a 3/16” allen wrench and 
torque the faceplate screws in a cross pattern to 25 
in-lbs.

5. Remove optic holder by loosening two (2) #4-40 
screws using a 0.05” allen wrench. 

6. Carefully remove LED module from heatsink. 

 Do not pull on connector or wiring. Handle with 
care.

4. Loosen (2) #6-32 set screws holding accessory 
bracket to OptiLock as shown. Remove accessory 
holder from OptiLock.

7. Use small pick tool to push connector off LED 
board through two small slots behind connector. 
Once loose, lift connector upwards and off board.

 Fragile! Do not pull on connector or wiring. 
Handle with care.

8. Place new LED module onto heatsink. Press 
connector straight downwards into slot on module 
to snap into place.

 Connector will only fit in one direction.

9. Replace optic holder by tightening two (2) #4-40 
screws using a 0.05” allen wrench to secure to 
OptiLock.

3. Insert up to (2) accessories into the accessory 
holder. Accessories should rest on lip of accessory 
holder.

 NOTE: 
 1) Insert any accessory lens with the smooth 
side toward the LED.

 2) If using a honeycomb baffle, position it 
farthest from the LED.

4. Place accessory holder onto tabs on accessory 
bracket over optic.

1. Pull accessory holder from accessory bracket. 2. Optic should remain.

5. Tabs on accessory bracket keep accessory holder 
in place. Accessories are gravity held in place.
