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5.  Bring branch circuit wiring with ROUND jacketed 
line voltage cable to splice compartment (.130” min 
to .450” max. dia., cable not included).

 Cut cable at 45 degree angle. Push through Break-
Thru Plug to insert cable.

 NOTE: ROUND jacketed line voltage cable must 
be used  (.130” min to .450” max.).

1. Using a 1/8” allen wrench back out two (2) 10#-24 
cap screws from clamp to separate. 

3. Install clamp to splice compartment to 1/4” 
O.D. aircraft cable (supplied not included) with 
two (2) #10-24 cap screws using a 1/8” allen 
wrench. 
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7. Make watertight connections from primary branch 
circuit wiring to transformer using supplied 
waterproof wire connectors. Connect incoming 
ground to transformer ground wire and ground 
wire provided in fixture body located inside splice 
compartment.  Secondary side is factory-wired. 
See wiring diagram.

 NOTE: Contractor is responsible for executing 
water tight splice.

2. Use a 5/64” allen wrench to separate splice 
compartment and fixture body.            

6.  Pull back cable gently to form a tight seal.

8. Place connections inside splice compartment. 
Attach fixture body to splice compartment. Tighten 
#8-32 stainless steel set screws with a 5/64” allen 
wrench. 

 NOTE: Do not over-tighten set screws.

Supplemental Wire Clamp Option (WC)
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2.  Remove optic by pulling gently and lift up.   3.  Use a .050” allen wrench to loosen three (3) set 
screws holding optic holder and LED module.

1.  Use a 5/64” allen wrench to slightly loosen  
three (3) #8-32 stainless steel set screws to 
remove cap.  

6. Place cap on fixture and tighten set 
screws. Tighten screw to 1/2 in-lbs. Top 
of screws should sit flush with fixture cap. 

 Warning: Do not over tighten set screws. Doing 
so will compromise o-ring seal and will void 
warranty.

Replacing LED and/or Optics - For x58-x63

2. Secure strain relief clamp by tightening two (2) 
#8-32 screws with a 9/64” allen wrench. 

 Do not overtighten. 

1. Thread incoming 3 wire ROUND jacketed line 
voltage cable through grommet, then through 
strain relief clamp. 

3.  Tie underwriter’s knot in cable for additional strain 
relief between connections and clamp.

5. Replace optic by lining tabs with optic holder, then 
pressing down gently until secured into place. 

4. Gently lift LED module and disconnect from fixture. 
Install new LED module. Secure set screws through 
LED module and optic holder using a .050” allen 
wrench.

 Do not pull on connector or wiring. Handle with 
care.

Replacing LED and/or Optics - For x64-x69
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4. Gently lift LED module and disconnect from fixture. 
Install new LED module. Secure set screws using a 
.050” allen wrench.

 Do not pull on connector or wiring. Handle with 
care.

3.  Use a .050” allen wrench to loosen three (3) set 
screws holding LED module. Gently lift from fixture.

5. Replace optic by lining notches with optic holder, 
then pressing down gently until secured into place. 

2.  Remove optic by pulling gently and lift up.   1.  Use a 5/64” allen wrench to slightly loosen  
three (3) #8-32 stainless steel set screws to remove 
cap.  

6. Place cap on fixture and tighten set 
screws. Tighten screw to 1/2 in-lbs. Top 
of screws should sit flush with fixture cap.
