1. Prepare housing for installation. Remove installation
sleeve by removing four (4) wing nuts. Set aside for
later use.

2. Housing is provided with six (6) 1/2" and two (2)
3/4" conduit entries. Knockout or drill out using
a hole saw on desired conduit entry point. Install
conduit onto housing.

A 7/8" hole saw for 1/2" conduit or 1-1/8" hole saw
for 3/4 conduit.

3. Reinstall installation sleeve into housing. Inscription
“TOP" on sleeve indicates top side of fixture for
correct fixture orientation.

& Incorrect installation will result in improper light
output.

4. Drill four (4) 1/4" holes at desired position on
concrete form. Mounting against a flat surface like
a plywood form is recommended. Use provided
mounting hole template on pg 4.

5. Install housing and sleeve assembly onto concrete
form. Pass all threads through mounting holes.

A Ensure “TOP" orientation is correct for proper
installation.

6. Hand tighten four (4) wingnuts onto all threads
until housing assembly is firmly secured against the
inside face of concrete form.

Note: A flat surface is required to keep concrete
from filling the housing.

Phase 2 - Finish Installation

1. Once concrete is cured, remove concrete form and
all threads from housing. Leave installation sleeve
inside housing until fixture is ready to be installed
to prevent debris from building up in housing.

2. Remove installation sleeve. Pull primary branch
circuit wiring and/ or dimming control wiring
necessary for installation.

Remove faceplate
from housing by loosening two (2) #6-32 set
screws using a 1/16" allen wrench. Do not fully
remove set screws.

4. Pull lower side of faceplate away from fixture

body, then lift up faceplate and remove.Remove
backplate, grab both sides and slide out of fixture

body.

7. Secure fixture by tightening two (2) #1/4-20 screws
using a 3/16" allen wrench. Do not overtighten.
These screws allow for up to 5/8" of adjustment
between the fixture and the housing.

10. Then lower bottom side of faceplate onto fixture.
Secure by tightening two (2) #6-32 set screws
using a 1/16" allen wrench. Do not overtighten.

After fixture is secured, re-install backplate. Ensure 9.

backplate orientation is correct. When properly
installed, the backplate will not protrude from the
housing.
