1.  Use a 1/16” allen wrench to loosen #6-32 stainless 
set screw and remove cap. 

3.  Disengage LED board and driver assembly. 2. Rotate the two (2) 8-32 flat head cap screws using 
a 3/32” allen wrench clockwise until they bottom 
out into the heatsink. then rotate the heatsink so 
the screws line up with the grooves. Remove the 
two (2) 8-32 flat head cap screws from the heatsink 
completely.

Replacing LED Board/Driver and Optics
