3. Install anchor plate and bolt assembly flush with 
the finished grade.  

1 1/2”

1. Adjusted anchor bolts to project at least 1-1/2” 
using the four (4) 3/8-16 nuts to the top of the plate. 
The four (4) nuts can be left in place while concrete 
is poured.

4. With the conduits in place and the anchor plate 
properly positioned, secured and leveled, concrete 
may be poured.

2. Run conduit inside of the anchor plate center hole 
prior to pouring concrete.

5. The fixture may be installed by removing the four 
(4) 3/8-16 nuts and re-using them to secure the 
fixture mounting base assembly. Trim conduit as 
needed.

1. Remove base from fixture. Loosen four (4) #10-32 
screws using a 1/8” allen wrench.

2. Remove four (4) 3/8”-16 nuts and lock washers 
from installed anchor kit. Keep hardware for use 
in following steps.

3. Align anchor base with anchor bolts and set base 
onto anchor plate.

4. Secure anchor base using four (4) 3/8“-16 
nuts and lockwashers using a 9/16” socket or 
adjustable crescent wrench.

5. Seal as per NEC with waterproof silicone sealant 
(not included).

If the fixture has a receptacle.

8. Secure receptacle cover by tightening #6-32 screw 
using a 5/64” allen wrench.

7. Install fixture onto installed anchor base. Secure 
using four (4) #10-32 screws using a 1/8” allen 
wrench.

6. Pull primary branch circuit wiring and any additional 
dimming controls or other wiring  necessary for 
installation. Attach ground from branch circuit to 
ground lead on the anchor base. Place connectors 
inside of the housing (Please refer to page 4 for 
wiring diagram).

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WIRING DIAGRAM

 Pull branch circuit wiring. Make watertight 
connections from primary branch circuit to pre-
wired 12ga solid wire receptacle leads using 
waterproof wire connectors. Connect incoming 
ground and ground from receptacle to ground wire 
on base. See wiring diagram.

WIRING DIAGRAM - 0-10

 Pull branch circuit wiring. Make watertight 
connections from primary branch circuit to pre-
wired 16/5 round jacketed fixture head leads using 
waterproof wire connectors. Connect incoming 
ground and ground from receptacle to ground wire 
on base. See wiring diagram.

WIRING DIAGRAM - INC

 Pull branch circuit wiring. Make watertight 
connections from primary branch circuit to pre-
wired 16/3 round jacketed fixture head leads using 
waterproof wire connectors. Connect incoming 
ground and ground from receptacle to ground wire 
on base. See wiring diagram.

LED/Driver Replacement 
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Standard Installation

BOLLARD - LED          

1. Open top of bollard to access fixture by loosening 
two (2) #6-32 screws using a 5/64” allen wrench. 
Lift fixture assembly out of bollard housing.

4. To replace led, disconnect led from driver using 
wago connectors. Loosen #2-56 led screws 
using a 5/64” allen wrench and remove led.  
Wipe off old thermal paste from the heatsink 
using isopropyl alcohol. Apply thermal paste to 
new LED and install onto heatsink. Reconnect 
led to driver. 

7. Re-install faceplate. Evenly tighten four (4) #4-40 
screws using a 0.050” allen wrench. Do not 
overtighten screws

2. Remove fixture faceplate by loosening four (4) 
#4-40 screws using a 0.050” allen wrench.

5. To replace driver, disconnect driver from led 
assembly and fixture leads. Remove wago 
connectors from driver to use on replacement 
driver. Connect new driver to led assembly and 
fixture leads.

8. Re-install top onto bollard housing. Secure by 
tightening two (2) #6-32 screws using a 5/64” 
allen wrench.

3. Remove fixture components from housing.

6. Place fixture components into housing. Led 
assembly must sit within housing and not 
protrude past faceplate mounting surface. 
Re-position connections and fixture wiring if 
necessary.
