Fixture Installation

RM-MM - Replacing LED Board/Driver and Optics
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1. Securely attach mounting hardware and cable to 
mounting ring on fixture and suspend to desired 
height. 

2. Make watertight connections from remote transformer 
to fixture leads using waterproof wire connectors. See 
wiring diagram.

 Failure to use waterproof wire connectors 
will cause fixture to fail and VOID PRODUCT  
WARRANTY.
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WIRING DIAGRAM

 LED - For use with 12VAC LED remote transformer 
or magnetic transformers only. B-K Lighting 
cannot guarantee performance with third party 
manufacturers’ transformers.

 Low Voltage - For use with 12VAC remote 
transformer.

1.  Use a 5/64” allen wrench to loosen #8-32 stainless 
steel set screw and remove cap. 

4.  Reverse install LED board and driver by carefully 
wrapping 18 gauge wires around driver and inserting 
into fixture body. Secure LED board in place with 
stainless steel set screws. 

5.  Use small flat head screw driver to remove lens from 
optic holder on the LED. Snap new optic in place. 
Replace cap on fixture and tighten set screw.

3. Disengage LED board and driver assembly. Replace 
with new board and driver assembly. 

2.  Use a .050” allen wrench to loosen two (2) #4-40 
stainless steel set screws below LED board on the heat 
sink. Gently pull up on LED board and Driver assembly 
to  expose quick disconnect.

RM-MN - Replacing Low Voltage Halogen Lamps
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1.  Use a 5/64” allen wrench to loosen #8-32 stainless 
set screw and remove cap. 

2.  Space three fingers evenly around the optic and 
gently rock optic to remove.  

4.  Disengage LED board and driver assembly. Replace 
with new board and driver assembly.  

5.  Reverse install LED board and driver by carefully 
wrapping 18 gauge wires around driver and 
inserting into fixture body. Secure LED board in 
place with stainless steel screws. 

6. Snap optics in place. Place cap on fixture and 
tighten set screw.

3. Use a 5/64” allen wrench to remove two (2) #2-56 
socket head cap screws on LED board, grasp 
LED board and gently pull up to expose quick 
disconnect. 

3. Place cap on fixture and tighten set screw. Tighten 
screw to 1/2 in-lb. Top of screw should sit flush with 
fixture cap.

 rotate without force.

2. Firmly insert lamp pins into socket to make 
connection. Rocking motion maybe required.

engaging quick disconnects and inserting into 
fixture body. Secure LED board in place with 
stainless steel screws. Snap optics in place. 

6. With flat head screw driver rotate dial to desired 
lumen output. Replace cap.

3. Use a 5/64” allen wrench to remove two (2) #2-56 
socket head cap screws on LED board, grasp 
LED board and gently pull up to expose quick 
disconnect. 

2.  Space three fingers evenly around the optic and 
gently rock optic to remove.  

1.  Use a 5/64” allen wrench to loosen #8-32 stainless 
set screw and remove cap.
