1. Loosen #8-32 set screw on faceplate assembly 
using a 5/64” allen wrench and remove. Loosen set 
screw on collar and remove. 

COMPONENT REPLACEMENT - IF REQUIRED

2.  Pull the heat sink from the body to expose the 
LED board and Driver components. Utilize quick 
disconnects to change modular LED and driver 
components. Re-install the heat sink into body.

3. Replace faceplate assembly and tighten set screw. 
Re-Install fixture.
